Horatio Spafford was no stranger to tragedy, having lost his four 
year old son to scarlet fever. A successful attorney, he saw his   
invested wealth in real estate reduced to ashes in the great fire of 
Chicago. Then, two years later, the steamship transporting his wife 
and four daughters to England sank after colliding with another 
vessel, and despite Anna’s desperate attempts, their girls perished. 

Although grief-stricken, Horatio managed to pen the now famous 
hymn “It is well with my soul”. In spite of deep suffering, his faith in 
God remained strong, echoing David’s trust, as seen in Psalm 46. 

The nature of the crisis David faced is unclear, but we hear his firm 
confidence in God: “our refuge and strength, an ever-present help 
in trouble”.in God’s unchanging presence, David found everything 
he needed to endure life’s challenges. “Therefore,” he continued, 
“we will not fear”, for “the Lord Almighty is with us. He will still the 
storms of this world in his time, and all will “know” he is God and 
“exalt” him. 

Neither David nor Horatio ignored their deep distress as they wrote 
their songs of praise. But they did acknowledge who God was. 
Whatever storm we face, as we take refuge in God’s loving      
presence and trust in his help, we too can confidently say, “It is 
well with my soul”.
